Philip Carabott is Cyprus Hellenic Foundation Lecturer in Mod-
ern Greek History at King's College London. He has published a
number of articles on the political and diplomatic history of
modern Greece. He has edited Greece and Europe in the modern
period: aspects of a troubled relationship (London 1995), Greek
society in the making, c.1863-c¢.1913: realities, symbols and
visions (forthcoming, Aldershot 1997), and is co-editor of the
journal ‘ToTwp (Athens).

Ruth Macrides is a lecturer in Byzantine Studies in the Centre for
Byzantine, Ottoman and Modern Greek Studies, University of
Birmingham. She also teaches western medieval history and
modern Greek literature at the University of 5t Andrews. Her
publications include a number of articles on kinship, law and
literature in Byzantium from the eleventh to the fourteenth
century, and on the nineteenth-century reception of Byzantium in
Britain and Greece.

Irene Philippaki-Warburton is a professor of Linguistics at the
University of Reading. Her main interests are in linguistic
theory, phonology, morphology and syntax, with particular
reference to Greek syntax. She is the author of many articles and
books on linguistics, including Ewaywyrf orn 6ewpnmikif yiwooo-
Aoyla (Athens: Nefeli 1992) and, with Brian Joseph, Modern
Greek (London: Routledge Croom Helm 1987). She co-edited the
papers of the First International Conference on Greek Linguistics
held at Reading in 1993: Themes in Greek linguistics (Amster-
dam/Philadelphia: John Benjamins 1994).

Guy Protheroe is a freelance musician working in classical and
commercial music as conductor, arranger, singer, writer and
musicologist. He has worked with many Greek composers, in
particular Jannis Xenakis, whose music he has conducted in
concerts and recordings. He has also worked closely with
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Vangelis, as musical director and arranger, and with other Greek
popular artists. In 1989 he organized a Greek Festival at the
South Bank in London, and in 1990 a Festival of Byzantine music.
He is currently planing a festival to focus on the literature of the
Byzantine era.

David Ricks teaches at King's College London and is co-editor of
the journal Dialogos. His publications on modern Greek poetry
include The Shade of Homer (Cambridge University Press 1989)
and forthcoming articles on Solomos, Seferis, Anagnostakis, and
the poetry of the Second World War.

Thanasis D. Sfikas is a lecturer in European History at the
University of Central Lancashire. He is the author of The
British Labour Government and the Greek Civil War, 1945-1949:
The Imperialism of “non-intervention” (Keele 1994), a Greek
edition of which is to appear in December 1996. He is currently
working on Greek-Spanish relations during the Spanish Civil
War and co-editing two volumes on ethnicity and nationalism in
post-Cold War Europe.
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
